WHY ARE OUR PRESCHOOL CLASSES SO POPULAR ?

Our school provides classes to students
of all ages starting with age 2, right up
through adults. There are many out-
lets for taking dance, so why do fami-
lies choose us for their preschool
classes? Many preschools and city fa-
cilities offer dance programs that teach
the art of Ballet or other creative
movement classes. Our preschool
classes take the teaching of dance to
the next level by infusing the perfect
balance of child development theory in
its curriculum. Each minute of class is
designed to assure that children are
forming certain spatial patterns while
they learn their dance lessons with the

help of imagery, which keeps it memorable and
fun. Even the last few minutes of class time
reserved for something similar to “freeze dance”

does not only encourage creativity and improvi- |

sation, but is also accompanied by a technique
called “side coaching” where the instructor re-
views and reinforces the terms learned that day.
Discipline is also handled through positive rein-
forcement. Students are expected to pay atten-
tion during class, but if a dancer starts to stray
from the group, the instructor will give praise
to the dancers who are paying attention to get
those who wander wanting the same praise,
rather than focusing on incorrect class behavior.
The curriculum not only progresses for the stu-
dent throughout the year but is structured in

such a way to introduce preparatory
ballet, proper French terminology
and exercises in specific stages from
year to year to prepare a dancer for
formal training that begins at age 6.
So if you are enrolled in one of our
dance classes don’t be alarmed if your
son or daughter shouts out “ chasse”
and “arabesque”!

Did you know that we have one of the most talented teaching teams in the South Bay? We have

40 dance & music teachers on staff that teach everything from Hip Hop to advanced Ballet and
